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New state park license plate available

ATLANTA -- For the first 
time ever, Georgians can show 

support for their state parks 
and historic sites by purchas-
ing a specialty license plate 
for vehicles or trailers.

The public can order this 
specialty plate using the online 
e-services portal when it is 
time to renew their tag for 
just $80 the first year, then 
$55 each year to renew. If it 
is not time to renew a tag for 
the year, Georgians can still 
go ahead and get the new 
specialty plate by visiting the 
county tag office where their 
vehicle is registered and pay-
ing the difference in fees from 
the standard renewal.

Funds from the sale of this 
tag will support the State Parks 
and Historic Sites Division 
of the Department of Natu-
ral Resources in protecting, 
managing, and maintaining 
this state’s natural, histori-
cal, and cultural resources 
while providing opportuni-
ties for public enjoyment and 
education.
