TECHNOLOGY IN OUR LIVES
The hidden problem with AI answers,  

and how to get responses you can trust

(NAPSI)—Artificial intel-
ligence has rapidly become 
a core part of daily life, with 
some reports finding that 
55% of people are using it in-
stead of search engines. From 
drafting emails and planning 
vacations to answering medi-
cal and financial queries, mil-
lions now turn to AI for fast, 
easy-to-understand answers.

But more and more, we find 
ourselves wondering, “What 
if the AI answers we’ve come 
to rely on are wrong?”

The Problem
Most AI chatbots (e.g., Chat-

If multiple AI 
systems independently arrive 
at the same conclusion, that 
agreement adds reassurance. 
If they disagree, seeing those 
differences can help you think 
more critically before acting.

This “consensus approach” 
also helps reduce bias, which 
is the idea that every AI model 
is trained differently and may 
emphasize different sources 
or points of view. By compar-
ing multiple outputs at once, 
CollectivIQ users can see a 
broader range of viewpoints 
instead of relying on a single 
perspective.

A Point about Privacy
Another growing concern 

among users is privacy. Many 
people worry about how their 
questions and data are han-
dled behind the scenes, and 
if other people using the sys-
tem can see it.
