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WADLEY – Georgia Power 
recently started construction 
on a new 260-megawatt battery 
energy storage system in Jeffer-
son County, just outside of the 
city of Wadley. The project, ap-
proved by the Georgia Public 
Service Commission, is located 
beside the existing third-par-
ty-owned Wadley solar facility 
and near existing transmission 
infrastructure. The new Wad-
ley BESS is a company-owned 
asset that strengthens the grid 
and the area’s growing renew-
able energy resources.

Members of the Jefferson Coun-
ty Board of Commissioners, the 
Wadley City Council, and oth-
er community partners joined 
Georgia Power leaders to break 
ground on the project, under-
scoring the strong partnerships 
that will help bring this project 
to life. The event spotlighted not 
only the importance of the proj-
ect but also the lasting economic 

impact and benefits it will bring 
to Jefferson County.

“On behalf of the Jefferson 
County community, we welcome 
this Georgia Power project,” 
Mitchell McGraw, chairman of 
the Jefferson County Board of 
Commissioners, said. “We’re 
so proud to have your invest-
ment in Jefferson County, and 
we hope for more in the future.”

Designed to quickly dispatch 
stored energy over a four-hour 
period, the 260 MW system will 
strengthen reliability and sup-
port the growing mix of renew-
able resources on Georgia’s elec-
tric system. At this battery and 
solar co-located facility, battery 
energy storage helps capture 
power generated by renewable 
resources to use during peak de-
mand periods, such as on cold 
winter mornings.

Battery energy storage helps 
capture renewable resources pro-
duced during periods when the 
demand for electricity is lower, to 
use when the demand is higher, 

such as on cold winter mornings. 
These projects help to address 
the state’s growing power needs 
identified in the 2025 Integrated 
Resource Plan (IRP) in a cost-
effective and strategic manner.

“At Georgia Power, our col-
laboration with the Georgia PSC 
and other stakeholders is key to 
making necessary investments 
for a reliable and resilient power 
grid,” Kerry Bridges, region ex-
ecutive for Georgia Power, said. 
“With the construction of the 260 
MW BESS in Jefferson County, 
we are able to better serve our 
customers today and support 
Georgia’s growth.

“As we expand our energy mix 
to include more renewable sourc-
es, these batteries will play an in-
valuable role in helping ensure 
reliability and flexibility, partic-
ularly when renewable sources 
are not available.”

The Wadley BESS project, 
constructed by Burns & McDon-
nell, is expected to be completed 
in 2027.
