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State, local officials 
celebrate opening of 

Rinnai facility in Griffin

“This investment reflects our 
confidence in the future of our 
business and our commitment to 
serving customers across North 
America,” Frank Windsor, the 
president of Rinnai America 
Corp., said. “It strengthens our 
ability to deliver reliable, high-
performance solutions while 
equipping the pros who rely 
on us every day to help create 
a healthier way of living.”

The site currently employs 
approximately 50 people and is 
positioned for future workforce 
growth across manufacturing, 
logistics and support functions 
as production needs increase.

The expansion builds on recent 
momentum in Griffin, including 
a visit last year from U.S. Energy 
Secretary Chris Wright, which 
highlighted the company’s role 
in supporting American manu-
facturing and advancing energy 
policy priorities.

The addition builds on Rin-
nai’s existing Griffin operations, 
increasing manufacturing capac-

ity, streamlining logistics and 
consolidating shipping into a 
single distribution point. Rin-
nai began moving into the facil-
ity in February, with operations 
commencing in March. Rinnai 
partnered with leading orga-
nizations to bring the project 
to life, including PNK Group, 
which supported development 
and construction.

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of the House vote in a state-
ment. “We’ve put more farm 
in the farm bill through the 
Working Families Tax Cuts, 
and this legislation builds on 
that success.”

Farm bills are typically writ-
ten to last five years. But Con-
gress last approved a version in 
2018. Extensions of the 2018 
version were enacted in 2023, 
2024 and 2025.

House Agriculture Chairman 
Glenn Thompson, a Pennsyl-
vania Republican, said the 
measure would still mean-
ingfully update farm and food 
programs.

“It is more evident than ever 
that rural America needs a new 
farm bill now, not next year or 
next Congress,” he said. “Pro-
ducers are operating under the 
third consecutive farm bill ex-
tension and the simple truth 
is the policies of 2018 are no 
match for the challenges of 
2026.”

Agriculture Committee rank-
ing Democrat Angie Craig of 
Minnesota opposed the bill, 
saying it did not address any of 
the pressing issues that farm-
ers and SNAP recipients face. 
The bill does not help allevi-
ate the rising costs farmers 
face from tariffs and “locks in 
the $187 billion cut” to SNAP 
in last year’s spending law, 
Craig said.

“It doesn’t fix any of the un-

derlying policy choices by Re-
publicans and this administra-
tion that caused the problems 
in the first place,” she said, 
adding that continuing the 
SNAP cuts put “more pressure 
on struggling Americans at a 
time when the cost of grocer-
ies and healthcare continues 
to grow.”

The bill does include some 
new provisions.

-- It would authorize $200 
million for a new local food 
procurement program, to be 
used largely by food banks.

-- It would move authority 
for foreign food assistance pro-
grams under USDA from the 
now-defunct U.S. Agency for 
International Development.

-- It would raise the limit that 
individual farmers could bor-
row from USDA and expand 
rural development programs 
that fund substance abuse and 
mental health services.

Members voted Thursday 
morning for an amendment 
that removed a controversial 
provision to shield pesticide 
producers from legal liabil-
ity to warn users of a risk of 
cancer. If it became law, the 
provision would have moot-
ed a case argued before the 
U.S. Supreme Court this week 
related to a Missouri jury’s 
award to a user of Monsanto’s 
popular Roundup weedkiller 
who developed non-Hodgkin 
lymphoma.

Thompson said Democrats 
were too focused on what was 
not in the bill, rather than the 
provisions that enjoy biparti-
san support.

“Today, you will hear some 
opposing comments made that 
this is a partisan bill and even 
more on what’s not in the bill,” 
he said at the outset of floor 
debate. “This bill is filled with 
good policy that is also over-
whelmingly bipartisan.”
